The Hackney Compact

The Hackney Compact (Compact) is an agreement between
e The Voluntary and Community Sector {VCS}
and
e The Statutory and Public Sector.

The Compact aims to improve the relationship between all parties for the
benefit of Hackney’s diverse communities.

Compact Codes are agreements which cover difficult / complex concerns as
well as everyday working standards.

Compact Policy Context

The Compact / Codes will serve as a reference tool, framework, guidance etc
for the conduct of relations, rules of engagement and working together
environment between signatories and stakeholders.

Joint Statement of Intent

The aim of the Joint Statement of Intent (Statement), which precedes the
Compact, is to guide the development of the Compact.

The parties to this Statement have agreed:

To adopt a Compact way of working across the Hackney area
To develop a draft Hackney Compact and accompanying action plan
That the long-term resources and capacity for implementing the Compact
need to be identified, agreed and actioned as an outcome of the Compact
development process

e To develop a process for agreeing the Compact Codes over the next
twenty four months

e That the Shared Principles and Values of the Compact will underpin all
stakeholders commitments

e That ethical behaviour, equalities and equitable outcomes are essential to
the Compact process.

Benefits of a Hackney Compact

There is an expectation that the Local Compact will be adopted by the
Hackney Strategic Partnership Board and link into the Community Strategy.
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
