NEW 24-hour
service has been
launched to
support older
people in Hackney’s
retirement housing.
Ashley Court in Boleyn
Road, N16, is set to be the
first of five sheltered
accommodation
developments in the
borough to benefit from
on-site care teams.
The aim is to enable
retired residents to live in
their own homes for

longer. In addition to the
24-hour care suite, a new
office, meeting room,
kitchen and additional
laundry services have also
been provided.

The programme is
funded by the Council and
managed by retirement
housing provider Hanover.

the great classics of
children’s literature was
inspired by a young girl’s
experiences growing up in
Dalston and Stoke
Newington.

‘Black Beauty’ author
Anna Sewell’s family
oved to Hackney from
orfolk in the 1820s so
er father Isaac could find
vork in the drapery trade.
Her mother Mary, was
from a
staunch
Quaker E]

family and

a prolific author, whose
writings reflected her
practical Christian
attitudes.

It was whilst living at 12
Park (now Parkholme)
Road, Dalston, that Mary
Wright Sewell's first book
“Walks With Mama, or,
Stories In Words Of One
Syllable’ was published in
1824. The walks and their
accompanying
conversations, taken with a
fictional child named Anne,
must surely have resembled
those excursions made by
Mary and her young
daughter around the then
rural Dalston area. The
book's constant message
against cruelty to animals
«y was later to be
brought to
fruition by the
adult Anna in
1 her only work,
‘Black Beauty’,
with such force

that it significantly changed
attitudes towards equine
welfare on both sides of the
Atlantic. In 1832, the
family moved to Palatine
Cottage, in Stoke
Newington, which Isaac
converted from the former
stable and coach house of
Palatine House. With their
new home went the use of
extensive grounds together
with a four acre meadow.
One visitor described the
Sewell’s new home as ‘a
delightful spot where ... 1
am happier than in any
other place and with any
other society.”’

It was here that an
accident occurred that was
to shape the rest of Anna’s
life. In 1834, aged 14,
rushing home from school
to escape a sudden rain
storm, Anna fell badly and
seriously damaged both her
ankles. The injuries never
properly healed and,
combined with other health
problems which may have

been caused by Lupus,
Anna gradually became
housebound. Black Beauty
himself also suffered from
broken knees, and like
Anna spent his life moving
from one home to another.

In 1835, the family left
Stoke Newington for 5
Down Cottages near
Shacklewell Green, today
part of Rectory Road, but
the next year they moved to
Brighton and then back to
Norfolk, where Anna’s life
became confined to the sofa
and she composed her
‘autobiography of a horse’,
often dictating to Mary
who later used her own
contacts to get the unusual
novel published.

Mary tended lovingly to
her daughter until Anna's
death in 1878, aged 58,
only five months after the
publication of 'Black
Beauty'. Losing her beloved
husband only months after
her daughter, Mary herself
lived on until 1884.

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THIS is the latest in a series of regular recipes courtesy of Water House — an
eco-friendly restaurant alongside the Regent’s Canal in Shoreditch.
Head Chef Ben Spice tells us about the perfect slow Sunday roast - it takes

time, but it’s worth the wait.

Get some local vegetables and well cared for meat. In the restaurant, for gravy
stock, we use the bones from the mutton, roast them off and put them in a pan
with roasted onions, carrots, celery, leek and garlic, cover with cold water
bring to the boil and then simmer for 16-24 hrs to create a fabulous meat
stock. You can get bones from your butcher if you would like to do this.

John Leader, Hygiene
Services Manager

THE bereavement service
is just one of the operations
that hygiene services
manager John Leader is
responsible for.

He is also in charge of the
animal warden and pest-
control services, disposal of
clinical waste, the public
morgue and Hackney’s
public lavatories.

Now 62, he started working
for the Council around 30
years ago as a student
environmental health
officer and has been in
charge of the bereavement
service for almost 10 years.

DIFFICULT TIMES

He believes the service is
important because it cares
for those people who die
without any friends or
relatives to sort out their
funeral arrangements. If
loved ones of the deceased
can be traced, it can offer
them support too.

He says: “We’re dealing
with people who need help.
If you have lost a friend or
relative, there are lots of
procedures to go through
that not everyone knows
about and if we can help
people through that difficult
time, it’s very rewarding.”

F someone dies in the
borough and no
relatives or friends can
be found, then the case
is referred to the Council’s
Bereavement Service.

John Leader employs two
officers who visit a home
where a person has been
reported dead and try to
trace friends or relatives.

They will also make an
inventory of the deceased
person’s property and put it
into storage until someone
is found who can claim it.

On one occasion this
included £60,000 in used
five-pound notes, hidden
under a mattress. “I’ve

never seen so much money
in my life,” said John.

Finds such as these are
paid into the Treasury until
they are claimed by
relatives — unless none come
forward.

If no relatives are found
to pay for a funeral, the
Council arranges it — this
has to be done quickly as
some faiths, such as Islam
and Judaism, bury their
dead within set days of
death.

“Most of the deceased
are older people who have
drifted away from their
families,” said John.

“The service is a safety
net, to make sure that
people get a decent end to
their life. Sadly, a lot of
people end up alone, and
we try to look after them.”
