BMX
Not yet open, ROSPA report issues to be finished off before it can be opened properly.  (Stores/track/bushes.)
Joe (Access Sport) spoke about developing a BMX Club.  Stressed it is a volunteer-led activity usually Saturday morning (two hours) and one evening (two hours).  Would be safest to have the track closed for club use during this time.  The club would welcome everyone and be a medium for promoting safe riding and track etiquette.  
An established club will receive £8K worth of BMX equipment for the young people ot use.  (Bikes/helmets/pads, etc.)  
Proposal to put a shipping container into the old depot area for safe storage – agreed.
Formation of a BMX club – agreed; subject to having a member of the Haggerston Park User Group on the Board and signs on the track regarding H&S.  Sam Parry currently organising.
Grand opening possibly in June for major publicity.  Maybe get a celebrity.


DOGS
Dog walkers present voiced their concerns over dog control orders discussed at the previous meeting.  SP explained this was a borough-wide consultation with LBH.  The provision of a dog only area in Haggerston Park not felt an option due to the lack of space.  General opinion was that things should be left as they are.  SP commented no specific plans to change anything.
