	 Sports Area
C.1	� Tennis club relocated to 3 Queen Elizabeth Walk (not HLF funded).

C.2	 New fenced five aside Multi Use Games Area.

C.3	 New sunken concrete skate park.

	 Play Area
C.4	� New play area set within ‘play’ landscape, catering for under 5s 

through to 12+. Including natural play features such as sculptural 
landforms, boulders, bridges, balancing beams and sand ‘valley’, 
and play elements such as spingers, climbing nets, cableway, play 
huts and swings.
